Region Nine Development Commission

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

December 8, 2010
I.   CALL TO ORDER
Vice Chair Jim Swanson called the meeting to order at 4:35 p.m. at the Intergovernmental Center in Mankato.

II.   ROLL CALL

III.  approval of minutes

Charlie Hurd moved to approve the November 10, 2010 minutes as presented.  James Broich seconded.  Motion carried.
IV.  APPROVAL OF TREASURER’S REPORT

Charles Hurd moved to approve the treasurer’s report as presented.  Alvis More seconded.  Motion carried.
V.   CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
There was no report.
VI. GUEST PRESENTATION
Minnesota River Area Agency on Aging®, Inc. director, Linda Giersdorf, introduced Robin Thompson who is the Senior Outreach Specialist.  Thompson explained some of the changes in Medicare for 2011.  Open enrollment for Medicare Part D and Medicare Advantage Plans is November 15 to December 31.  Forty-four thousand Minnesota Medicare beneficiaries were affected by non-renewal of their Medicare Advantage plan and needed to find another insurance plan for 2011.  The Senior LinkAge Line of which Thompson and part-time staff, Stephanie McCabe assist with have been overwhelmed with people calling for assistance.  
Thompson said along with volunteers, sixteen community presentations throughout the nine-county area were held and they met with staff from seven of the nine county human service agencies to provide outreach information.  There also was an increase in in-person assistance.

Bob Roesler wanted to note that he was informed by citizens in Martin County of the excellent assistance they received in informing them of the Medicare Part D program changes.
VII. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Reggie Edwards presented his executive director report for review.

Edwards presented the 2010 Audit Report as of June 30, 2010.  Edwards noted in the Management Letter that there were no findings, issues listed or corrections.  The Management’s Discussion and Analysis section of the audit was reviewed.  Noted from the report was at the end of the current fiscal year, the unreserved fund balance for the General fund was $104,374 or 5.3% of total General fund expenditures.  The RNDC‘s net assets decreased $118,845 during the current fiscal year.  Most of this is due to $191,724 of loans written off as part of the revolving loan funds, which was offset by $122,771 of interest earned on loans.  Edwards answered questions from Commissioners regarding the audit report.  Charlie Hurd moved to accept the 2010 Audit Report as presented.  James Broich seconded.  Motion carried. 
Edwards presented Resolution 2010-04 authorizing not waiving the monetary limits on municipal tort liability on the League of Minnesota Cities 2011 insurance renewal.  Not waiving the limits would prevent an individual claimant from recovering more than $500,000 on any claim to which the statutory tort limits apply.  Bob Roesler moved approval of the resolution as presented, Charlie Hurd seconded.  Motion carried.
Edwards noted that the recommendation that the Board of Directors presented to the full Commission at the September meeting regarding transitioning off six of the Commission’s eight Special Interest positions was tabled and will be presented at the January full Commission meeting.
Edwards said that this is the last meeting that Roger Oldfather, who has been the long time secretary of the RNDC, will serve in that position because he did not run for re-election.  Edwards asked how the Board wants to fill the secretary position.  Bob Roesler moved for the Chair to have the authority to appoint an interim secretary for the January meeting.  Mick McGuire seconded.  Motion carried.
VIII.  PROGRAM REPORTS
A.  Minnesota River Area Agency on Aging®, Inc.
Linda Giersdorf said MNRAAA had their annual meeting in November and election of officers was held.   Received notice from the Minnesota Board on Aging that the 2011 Area Plan on Aging was approved.  At the January meeting she will be asking for two Commissioners to serve on the MNRAAA Board.  Currently, Jim Broich and Candy Fenske serve and Jim Berg is the alternate.  MNRAAA recently launched their own website at www.mnraaa.org.

IX. OTHER BUSINESS

Vice Chair Swanson said the Holiday Gathering will be January 12 at the Applewood Restaurant in Mankato.  The full Commission will meet prior to the event at 5:00 p.m.  The Board of Directors will meet February 9 in the Intergovernmental Center in Mankato.  At the meeting a representative from the MnDOT Office of Statewide Multimodal Planning will give a presentation on “Visioning Efforts in 2011”.

Reggie Edwards noted that seven Commissioners will not be returning in 2011 because of the elections in November.  Three of the seven Commissioners served on the Board that includes Faribault, Nicollet and LeSueur counties.  The two county commissioner (Nicollet and LeSueur counties) positions are filled by their county board.  The three cities under 10,000 positions (Faribault, Nicollet, Watonwan counties) positions are filled by soliciting each of the cities within the county for a candidate to serve.  The other vacancy is a school board representative, which a candidate will be solicited from the school districts in the nine county area.

The meeting adjourned at 5:25 p.m.
